DATA PROTECTION (JERSEY) LAW 2005:    To ensure confidentiality and privacy, all processing will be carried out under the requirements of the Data Protection (Jersey) Law 2005.  This information may be disclosed and used outside the Jersey Eisteddfod where it is considered to be in the competitor’s best interest.  Should you require us to seek individual consent to these disclosures, please advise the General Administrator in writing.

DISCLAIMER:  The Executive Council of the Jersey Eisteddfod does not accept any liability in respect of any person attending the venues used throughout the Festival.  Minors are the responsibility of their parent, guardian or teacher at all times.  

PHOTOGRAPHS:   It is common practice for names and photographs to be published in the local media when the Jersey Eisteddfod holds either of its two Festivals.  If you have any concerns in this regard, please contact the General Administrator or section Chairman who will ensure that your wishes are respected.

COMPETITORS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS:   Teachers and parents should be aware of their responsibilities in entering performers with limited capabilities or special needs, bearing in mind the limitations imposed by the stage and the surrounding environment. Teachers or parents should pass on to the adjudicator, via the organisers, any relevant information which might have an impact on the adjudicator’s task.

UNATTENDED PROPERTY:   The Executive Council of the Jersey Eisteddfod will not be responsible for the loss of any articles of value left unattended.

INSURANCE:  The Executive Council of the Jersey Eisteddfod does not hold insurance for Competitor's property.  The responsibility for insuring personal property rests with the Competitor.

ADJUDICATORS:   All Adjudicators are independent professionals in their field, often from the United Kingdom but as a matter of policy normally from outside the island.

ITEMS ENTERED:  Whilst every effort will be made by the officials of the Jersey Eisteddfod to ensure that items are entered into the correct class and that they conform to the rules of entry, the final arbiter as to the suitability of an item for a particular class will be the Adjudicator, whose decision shall be final.  Entrants are advised to insure any article of value as the Jersey Eisteddfod cannot be responsible for any loss or damage   


ENTRY FORMS must be signed by the Entrant, or the Parent, Teacher or Guardian of the Entrant, and no dialogue can be entered into as to the quality or standard of the work other than the signatory on the Entry Form.

EXHIBITED ITEMS entered and accepted by the Jersey Eisteddfod, may not be removed from the Exhibition by entrants or third parties without the prior written authority of the Chairman or appointed representative of the relevant Section and may then only be removed on presentation of proof of identity.

All articles and items are accepted and exhibited at the owner's own risk as regards loss or damage, although the Jersey Eisteddfod will exercise reasonable care, insofar as it is able, during the period of Exhibition.

CLASS 7       AN INVENTOR
                       An exhibit staged on a green circular base 76cms diameter, height from the floor 39cms,height of exhibit
                       optional. To be viewed, and judged all round

CLASS 8       AN HISTORICAL CHARACTER

                       An exhibit staged on pale grey tabling with a cream backing, width 74cms, depth 71cms, height optional
CLASS 9       A MILITARY PERSON

                       An exhibit staged on pale grey, open tabling, judged from the front, but viewed all round. Width 74cms,

CLASS 10      AN ARTIST

                      To be staged by a person living in a Residential Home, in a pale grey niche, width 74cms, depth 71cms,

                        An exhibit, staged by 1 or 2 people on a raised circular pale grey base, 1 metre in diameter, height from
                        the floor 30cms. To be viewed and judged all round, height optional.

Floral Art Section – Rules and Regulations

An exhibit is an arrangement of plant material, fresh and/or dried, with or without accessories.

All exhibits to be judged from the front, except CLASS 7 and 11, which will be viewed and judged all round.

All measurements are approximate.

1. In all classes plant material must predominate.

2. No artificial plant material to be used.

3. Bases, titles, free standing drapes and/or backgrounds may be used.
4. Title cards to be displayed.
5. Cut ends of fresh plant material must be in water or water retaining substance.  Exceptions are air plants, cacti, fruits, grass turf, lichen, moss, succulents, vegetables and long lasting plant materials, including strong fibrous stems, which will remain in good condition for the duration of the show.

6. A novice is an entrant who has not won a first prize in any open floral art competition.

7. Entrants must arrange their own exhibit in the competition hall without any assistance. Exceptions are classes 1, 5, and 10 

8.    Only competitors and officials will be permitted in the hall during staging times, except for entries in Classes 1 and 10
The Jersey Eisteddfod cannot be held responsible for any damage to or loss of property.

Please protect flooring and surrounds, particularly from water.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE RULES COULD RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION.

The decision of the judge, Mrs Angela Fox, is final.

No person will be permitted into the hall during judging on Wednesday 14th March.

Dismantling, Sunday 18th March 2012, 4.00pm to 4.30pm. After this time exhibits will be moved by the Committee.
