LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED 


5. Once an entry is accepted no change in the work to be performed will be allowed. 


6. MARKING WILL BE IN THE FOLLOWING CATEGORIES:


· FAIR [Copper certificate] – A performance showing development of technique but with limited attention to detail and tonal quality.   

· MERIT [Bronze certificate] – A capable performance, generally fluent and with some awareness of tone and style.  

· COMMENDED [Silver certificate] – An assured performance with clear evidence of tonal and stylistic qualities and instrumental & vocal features although there may be moments of imprecision.  

· DISTINCTION [Gold certificate] – An excellent performance demonstrating a high level of technical security and stylistic insight.   

· OUTSTANDING [Platinum certificate] – An exceptional performance.  Stimulating and persuasive, with stylistic flair and unobtrusive technical command.  
 

7. TROPHIES & VOUCHERS will be awarded to competitors who receive the category ‘Commended’ [Silver certificate] or higher.   The decision of the Adjudicator shall be final.  Trophies MUST be returned on or before next entry day.

8. JERSEY EISTEDDFOD AWARDS FOR OVERALL SECTION WINNERS    In order to determine the overall individual winner of each section, the Adjudicators may request certain performers to compete again on Saturday 20th  November.  [Organ classes excepted]. The category ‘Distinction’ [Gold certificate] should have been reached.  The decision of the Adjudicator shall be final.

9. DISPUTES     In the case of any dispute where the Adjudicator is unable to resolve the issue, an Arbitration Committee shall be convened to settle the matter.   The Committee shall consist of the Chairman and Secretary, together with one of the Executive Officers acting as Chairman.  The dispute shall be submitted by the competitor to the Arbitration Committee in writing with a £5 deposit which shall not be refunded if the dispute is deemed petty or unreasonable by the Committee.

10. CONDITIONS OF ENTRY    
10.1. Entry into individual classes is governed by age or length of time learning.    Details are shown by each class.


10.2. There are no residential restrictions.


10.3. Competitors entering classes reserved for 17 years and under may be called upon to prove their age.    Age is reckoned from 1st September in the year of the competition.


10.4. Trophies won during last year's Eisteddfod should be returned on or before the Final Entry day.  Competitors who fail to return their trophy may have their entry refused.


10.5. The time limit specified in the syllabus must be adhered to, otherwise the Adjudicator will mark down the performance.  The duration of the piece MUST be stated on the entry form.  


10.6. Own choice classes -  Credit will be given for suitable choice. A competitor or group may not enter the same work in two consecutive years.    


10.7. In Vocal classes involving children under 10 years,  if the accompanist decides it is necessary to support the singer by playing the vocal line this will be taken into account by the adjudicator.


10.8. Competitor[s] may not enter any work awarded a first place in any class for the next five years.


10.9. A competitor who has won the class for his / her own age group in the previous Jersey Eisteddfod may apply to enter a class in a higher age group with the winning instrument the following year.  A competitor may only enter both age groups provided a different instrument is played and a different work chosen for each class. Vocalists may not enter both age groups.  Details  should be  stated on the entry form.


10.10. Each entry in own choice classes  must be accompanied  by a copy of the music for the adjudicator.  ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT MUSIC.  [Classes for recorder ensemble excepted].
10.11. PHOTOCOPIED MUSIC:  In certain circumstances photocopies [for adjudicator’s use] are acceptable.    “If the  work selected is contained in a volume containing several different works, providing it is not published separately and the competitor is in possession of his/her own copy, a photocopy will be accepted”.   This will be retained and destroyed immediately after the competition.   Single copies of items may not be photocopied without the prior permission of the copyright holder. 

10.12.  Songs may be sung in English or in the original language, unless otherwise stated in the syllabus.

10.13.  The key is optional in all vocal classes for competitors under 19 years unless otherwise stated in the syllabus.


10.14. In junior choral classes the conductor must not sing with the choir
11. OFFICIAL ACCOMPANISTS are available for both instrumental and vocal classes.   A fee of £6 will be charged.  This will include ONE ten minute rehearsal and the performance[s]     It is the competitor's responsibility to ensure rehearsal time is booked.  This may be done in advance by contacting Miss Jean Shiels on 01534 734464 or on Final Entry Day at the Official accompanist’s desk at the Town Hall.     You should give your music to the Official accompanist at rehearsal time.  It must be original  [ie: published, not photocopied].]. Extra rehearsals, (at own expense), should be arranged with the Official accompanist personally.

12. CONDITIONS OF PERFORMANCE 

12.1. After entries have closed, the order in which competitors are to appear shall be decided by lot. Any competitor failing to appear in his / her turn without a valid reason may be disqualified.


12.2. Each competitor is responsible for bringing his/her own music stand.  


12.3. If music is used on stage, by either competitor or accompanist, IT MUST BE ORIGINAL [ie: published not photocopied].  It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that the accompanist is provided with original music.    Under certain circumstances, publishers do sometimes give permission for photocopies to be made for use during a performance.  Their permission in writing should be obtained and must be produced if requested.  COMPETITORS [INCLUDING THEIR ACCOMPANISTS] WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PERFORM USING PHOTOCOPIED MUSIC WITHOUT WRITTEN PERMISSION.   A single page may be photocopied only if there is a difficult turnover.


12.4. In Vocal classes involving children under 10 years,  if the accompanist decides it is necessary to support the singer by playing the vocal line this will be taken into account by the adjudicator.


13. Competitors / accompanists are admitted free of charge to those sessions in which they are taking part.


14. Only authorised officials may enter the back stage area. 


15. In no circumstances will the making of unofficial sound, video or still photographic recordings  be permitted at any performance presented or organised by The Council of the Jersey Eisteddfod.
