DISCLAIMER:  The Executive Council of the Jersey Eisteddfod does not accept any liability in respect of any person attending the venues used throughout the Festival.  Minors are the responsibility of their parent, guardian or teacher at all times.  


PHOTOGRAPHS:   It is common practice for names and photographs to be published in the local media when the Jersey Eisteddfod holds either of its two Festivals.  If you have any concerns in this regard, please contact the General Administrator or section Chairman who will ensure that your wishes are respected.

COMPETITORS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS:   Teachers and parents should be aware of their responsibilities in entering performers with limited capabilities or special needs, bearing in mind the limitations imposed by the stage and the surrounding environment. Teachers or parents should pass on to the adjudicator, via the organisers, any relevant information which might have an impact on the adjudicator’s task.

ITEMS ENTERED:  Whilst every effort will be made by the officials of the Jersey Eisteddfod to ensure that items are entered into the correct class and that they conform to the rules of entry, the final arbiter as to the suitability of an item for a particular class will be the Adjudicator, whose decision shall be final.  
Entrants are advised to insure any article of value as the Jersey Eisteddfod cannot be responsible for any loss or damage   


ENTRY FORMS must be signed by the Entrant, or the Parent, Teacher or Guardian of the Entrant, and no dialogue can be entered into as to the quality or standard of the work other than the signatory on the Entry Form.

EXHIBITED ITEMS entered and accepted by the Jersey Eisteddfod, may not be removed from the Exhibition by entrants or third parties without the prior written authority of the Chairman or appointed representative of the relevant Section and may then only be removed on presentation of proof of identity.

All articles and items are accepted and exhibited at the owner's own risk as regards loss or damage, although the Jersey Eisteddfod will exercise reasonable care, insofar as it is able, during the period of Exhibition.

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GENERAL REGULATIONS NEEDLEWORK & TEXTILE ARTS SECTION
1
No pins or glass will be accepted in any piece of work. 

Any item with pins will be disqualified.
2.
Senior entrants may submit TWO articles in each class, unless completed work consists of several pieces; e.g. table mats. Juniors may enter TWO items in the same class. 

3
The classes are open to individual and group entries. 
Group entries must consist of at least ten entries from the same organisation, all of which must be brought in and collected by a representative of that organisation.

4
Classes are open to all residents of the Channel Islands.
5
All items must have been worked solely by the exhibitor, and completed within the last 12 months

6
No work should have been entered in a previous Eisteddfod Exhibition.

7
No work should have been WORN or USED prior to entry.

8
State if the work is a kit, your own design, freehand or computer generated as this could give you EXTRA POINTS.
9
Mounted or framed pictures or panels can only be accepted WITHOUT GLASS. There is no restriction on size, but not too big please. Attach a cord for hanging, and enter in the correct Fancy Stitching class.

10
Class labels must be SEWN on firmly, or attached with a string loop. Please put labels where they will be visible when the work is displayed; i.e. on the front of the work and PLEASE…NO PINS.
11
On all large quilts the gallery card must be sewn half way up on the right hand side; on small quilts, please sew the gallery card on the top right hand side. 

12
Please ensure that your work is entered in the correct class. If you have any doubt, ask a committee member when bringing in your Entry Form.

13
While every care is taken of work entered in the Eisteddfod, the committee cannot be responsible for any loss or damage.
YOU ARE ADVISED TO INSURE ANY ARTICLE OF VALUE.

Toys must be stuffed with fireproof safety stuffing, an example of which must be stitched to the gallery card.
Prizes and Trophies will be awarded at the discretion of the adjudicator, whose decision is final.
